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WE HAVE A NEW NAME!!!  
 
After many years of extending our offerings to include eight languages in addition to Spanish, and of having 
our students participate in study abroad programs in various countries and languages, the faculty of the 
Department of Foreign Languages realized that we were teaching our students to have a more multicultural 
view of the world.  We were also aware that for many of our Hispanic heritage students, Spanish was a 
second, if not a first, language Ð alive and well in borderland South Texas.   In order to reflect these realities 
and to avoid the us-them implications of the term Òforeign,Ó we chose the more inclusive ÒModern 
LanguagesÓ as a new name for the department.  The change became official in April of 2009.
