Helpmg Others & Impacting the World

The Ettling Center for Civic Leadership & Sustainability was established in 2013 under the leadership and vision of
Sister Dorothy "Dot" Ettling, CCVI. She envisioned a center that would focus on the development of student leaders,
civic engagement in the community, enhancement of academic service learning opportunities, and the development of
partnerships with local and global non-profit agencies to address the needs and issues of our global society within the
construct of Catholic Social Teaching. As a result, the Center during the 2018-2019 academic year conducted over 175
programs and activities in collaboration with its campus and community partners impacting over 40,000 global
community members from inner-city San Antonio to Chimbote, Peru.

Locally, the Center has been able to continue to lead several K-12 educational pipeline initiatives with entities such as
the School of Science & Technology, Scouts of America-San Antonio, Ella Austin Community Center, Somerset ISD
(SISD), San Antonio ISD (SAISD), and Southwest ISD (SWISD). These initiatives provide students with opportunities
and experiences to enhance their educational progression. The activities include the development of an outdoor
learning center (SWISD), a college and career exploration program (Ella Austin) and hosting a merit badge "university"
event.

Regionally, the Center conducted its annual summer camp and winter health mission for the ARISE communities of
South Texas, which impacted over 3,500 residents of the Rio Grande Valley. Plans for the 2019-2020 are in place to
expand the summer camp service mission to other parts of Texas.

At the national level, the Center in association with the National Hispanic Medical Association hosted the 2nd Annual
College Health Scholars Program in Spring of 2019. In the past two years, over 140 undergraduate college students
have participated in this one-day conference focused on increasing the participation and matriculation rates of Latina/o
students in health professional programs throughout the Southwest and nation.

On the global stage, the Center continues to support and assist with global service missions and activities in Peru,
Mexico, Costa Rica, Guatemala, and Germany impacting over 5,000 global citizens.

"Dot" Ettling, CCVI. Imaginé un centro que se centraria en el desarrollo de lideres estudiantiles, el compromiso civico en la
comunidad, la mejora de las oportunidades de aprendizaje del servicio académico y el desarrollo de asociaciones con
agencias locales y globales sin fines de lucro para abordar las necesidades y problemas de nuestra sociedad global dentro de
la construccion de la Ensefianza Social Catélica. Como resultado, el Centro durante el afio académico 2018-2019 llevé a

cabo mas de 175 programas y actividades en colaboracion con su campus y socios comunitarios que impactaron a mas de
40,000 miembros de la comunidad global desde el centro de la ciudad de San Antonio hasta Chimbote, Peru.

A nivel local, el Centro ha podido seguir liderando varias iniciativas educativas de K-12 con entidades como la Escuela de
Ciencia y Tecnologia, Scouts of America-San Antonio, el Centro Comunitario Ella Austin, Somerset ISD (SISD), San Antonio
ISD (SAISD) y Southwest ISD (SWISD). Estas iniciativas ofrecen a los estudiantes oportunidades y experiencias para mejorar
su progresion educativa. Las actividades incluyen el desarrollo de un centro de aprendizaje al aire libre (SWISD), un
programa de exploracién universitaria y profesional (Ella Austin) y la organizacién de un evento de "universidad" con insignia
de mérito.

A nivel regional, el Centro realizé su campamento anual de verano y su misién de salud invernal para las comunidades
ARISE del sur de Texas, que impactaron a mas de 3,500 residentes del Valle del Rio Grande. Los planes para el
2019-2020 estan en marcha para expandir la mision de servicio del campamento de verano a otras partes de Texas.

A nivel nacional, el Centro en asociacioén con la Asociacion Médica Hispana Nacional organizé el segundo Programa Anual de
Becarios de Salud Universitaria en la primavera de 2019. En los Ultimos dos afios, mas de 140 estudiantes universitarios de
pregrado han participado en esta conferencia de un dia enfocada en aumentar las tasas de participacion y matriculacion de
los estudiantes latinos/a en programas profesionales de salud en todo el suroeste y la nacién.

A nivel mundial, el Centro continla apoyando y asistiendo con misiones y actividades de servicio global en Perd, México,
Costa Rica, Guatemala y Alemania que afectan a mas de 5,000 ciudadanos globales.
