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PROGRAM OVERVIEW
The Bachelor of Music (B.M.) in Music Education at the College of Humanities, Arts and Social
Sciences at the University of the Incarnate Word is designed specifically to certify music
educators who will teach music in a public or private school system. Students graduate with
an understanding of modern teaching pedagogy, conducting, score study, elementary and
secondary classroom organization and advanced learning theories. In addition, students are
exposed to methods of inclusion, diversity in the profession and myriad repertoire styles. 

The B.M. in Music Education offers two tracks: Vocal Track and Instrumental Track. 

Candidates must declare a performance focus of voice or a traditional band or orchestral
instrument. Future choir directors should follow the Vocal Track while future band or
orchestra directors should follow the Instrumental Track. Students who would like to teach  
Elementary Music can choose either the Vocal Track or Instrumental Track.

Career pathways include service opportunities as music educators or graduate school
placement in numerous areas of study.
The music education faculty all have public school teaching experience, providing relevance
to the curriculum used in the program.
